Nehemiah 8:10…Then he said to them, “Go your way. Eat the fat and drink sweet wine and send portions to anyone who has nothing ready, for this day is holy to our Lord. And do not be grieved, for the joy of the Lord is your strength.”

Nehemiah 12:43…And they offered great sacrifices that day and rejoiced, for God had made them rejoice with great joy; the women and children also rejoiced. And the joy of Jerusalem was heard far away.

Psalm 30:5, 11…For his anger is but for a moment, and his favor is for a lifetime. Weeping may tarry for the night, but joy comes with the morning…You turned my wailing into dancing; you removed my sackcloth and clothed me with joy,

Psalm 51:12…Restore to me the joy of your salvation, and uphold me with a willing spirit.

Psalm 71:23…My lips will shout for joy, when I sing praises to you; my soul also, which you have redeemed.

Psalm 97:11…Light is sown for the righteous, and joy for the upright in heart.

Psalm 100:1…A Psalm for giving thanks. Make a joyful noise to the Lord, all the earth!

Psalm 104:34…May my meditation be pleasing to him, for I rejoice in the Lord.

Psalm 105:3, 43…Glory in his holy name; let the hearts of those who seek the Lord rejoice!  So he brought his people out with joy, his chosen ones with singing.

Psalm 118:24…This is the day that the Lord has made; let us rejoice and be glad in it.
